It is our pleasure to welcome you to The Utah Coalition for Civic, Character and Service Learning and The Utah State Office of Education's annual signature civic education workshop event: "The Branches of Civic Engagement: A Civics Workshop for Teachers and Pre-Service Teachers," which will be held in various locations on June 16th, 17th and 18th, 2009. 

Attached is an agenda of the day's activities and locations, for your information. Another option is to park at the Utah State Office of Education in the southwest portion of the parking lot, which is located at 600 South 250 East. You would then take Bus 23 to the State Capitol. You pick up Bus 23 on the corner of 4th South and State Street, which goes by every 15 to 30 minutes.  And of course, you can use Trax and then take the bus up to the Capitol if you wish. We will give you additional parking information at the workshop and you will be on your own for breakfast and lunch on June 17th but will have lunch provided on Thursday, June 18th at the City and County Building.

While the workshop is fast-paced, you will have time to chat and share with your colleagues during the three days. Feel free to bring your best civic education lesson and ideas to share with others on Day 3 in the afternoon, if you wish. At 8:00 a.m. registration on Tuesday morning you may sign up for one or two hours of USU graduate credit for a $30.00 recording fee for each hour and an additional assignment, or you may have 1 and 1/2 hours of USOE credit. 

It is our hope that the foundation that this workshop lays will provide you with knowledge and inspiration to better educate and motivate students, who are our future voters and leaders, to become civically engaged citizens. We look forward to seeing you at the Utah State Capitol in the first floor Multi-Purpose Room on Tuesday, June 16th, at 8:00 a.m.
